Syd’s Rapids Trail (return)
Distance: 3.5km or 1 hour 45mins
Grade: 2 
Location: 40km north east of Perth in Walyunga National Park.
Directions: 1 hour from Perth via Great Northern Hwy and Walyunga Rd.
Description: Gentle stroll through Wandoo Trees and fl ooded gums along the fl oodplains of the 
Swan River includes Syd’s Rapids.
National Park: Walyunga National Park.
On-site Info: Information shelters and interpretive panels.
Trail Connections: This trail may be connected to the Echidna Trail (see page 81) if you would 
like a longer walk.
Fee: Entry fee to Walyunga National Park for vehicles.

TRAIL NOTES:
a Leave Boongarup Pool car park by a well-constructed path from the bottom end of the car park. Head down a slope to the 

junction of two paths. There is an information sign on the left by a creek crossing. Turn left and head upstream.
b There is an area of parrot bush that extends down to the path. The yellow fl owers attract honeyeaters in winter and spring. There 

are paperbarks and tea trees in the riverbank.
c A seasonal creek crosses the path with an ancient plant form - the zamia - on the left of the path.
d A granite outcrop ridges down to the river, this time crossed by a simple bridge.
e Further along the trail, a large cluster of granite boulders on the left has a fi g tree growing from a large crack in the rock. From 

here, the sounds of Syd’s Rapids can be heard.
f The trail terminates at Syd’s Rapids. A plaque gives details of how the rapids got their name. Walk a little further to see the 

water on both sides of the island. Walkers can either follow the route back to Boongarup Pool car park, or join the 10.6km 
Echidna Trail.
