Railway Reserve Heritage Trail (loop)
Distance: 40.8km. 10 hour walk or 5 hours ride, spur trail is 22.5km
Grade: 1 - 5, varying conditions
Dogs: are not permitted in National Parks but are allowed in the other areas.
Location: 25km east of Perth, Cnr Pechey and Morrison Rds, Swan View.
Directions: 32mins from Perth via Great Eastern Hwy, Roe Hwy and Morrison Rd.
Description: The length of this extensive trail, spanning from Bellevue to Mt Helena, provides a 
challenge for walkers and riders. It covers a wide range of terrains with scenic views and numerous 
points of historical and natural signifi cance. Attractions include a disused railway tunnel, views 
from John Forrest National Park (including waterfalls in winter / spring), Mundaring Sculpture 
Park, Goldfi elds pipeline and villages. There are large distances between some townsites.
National Park: John Forrest National Park.
Fee: National Park fees apply for walkers choosing to access the trail from John Forrest National 
Park main car parking area.
On-site Info: Trailhead signs, information boards and plaques marking places of historical 
signifi cance.

!Maps or Guidebooks: Essential to use map and notes available from Mundaring Visitors 
Centre, Great Eastern Hwy, Mundaring 9295 0202; Shire of Mundaring, 7000 Great Eastern 
Hwy, Mundaring 9290 6666; or CALM offi ces.

Seasonal Info: Gravel surfaces may become slippery in dry conditions and may be muddy 
during wet weather.

TRAIL NOTES MAP 1: PAGE 62 Use only with Railway Reserve 
Heritage Trail, see above Maps or guidebooks.

S Cnr of Pechey and Morrison Rds. 
a Follow old railway formation 3.3km south, passing under Great Eastern Hwy and linking up with Miller Rd, to reach RSL Hall 

in Purton Pl, Bellevue.
b Turn left and head east towards the Darling Scarp. After 0.7km you will encounter some drainage ditches, exercise caution. At 

5.1km the track climbs gradually. Continue across Scott St and after 6.8km cross Coulston Rd at an oblique angle.
c Cross Sandover and Owen Rds before reaching the Darlington Platform. Go over Glen and Burkinshaw Rds into a park at Glen 

Forrest. (11.8km)
d Leave park and continue climbing over Hardey Rd to Mahogany Creek, you will then cross Charles Rd, Coppin Rd and Gugeri 

St before reaching Mundaring, an ideal point to rest and seek refreshment at nearby shops. (18.2km)
e After Mundaring continue straight on, cross Darkin St, then down to Great Eastern Hwy. Take care crossing the highway as 

steep banks on both sides make crossing diffi cult. (19.5km)
f Travel 2.3km to Old Sawyers Rd.
g Cross Old Sawyers Rd, then cross the Goldfi elds Pipeline and Sawyers Rd before intersecting the Northern Railway Formation 

at Mt Helena after 24.9km.
h Turn left to commence the return journey, which is all downhill. Pass through Stoneville (28.9km) and Parkerville (31.9km) 

before reaching John Forrest National Park. *Alternatively, turn right to follow Heritage spur trail to Chidlow, Beechina, 
Wooroloo and Wundowie (see Railway Reserve Heritage Trail Notes 2 page 65). Spur trail is 22.5km long. 

i At this point you will encounter a disused railway tunnel, which is traffi cable although lights are recommended. The tunnel 
walk is recommended, however, there is an alternative route around the tunnel. *If you took the spur trail, turn around here. 

j Continue on from the tunnel fi nishing at Pechey Rd car park.
 *Marks alternative route, see Railway Reserve Heritage Trail Map 2 on page 65.

 Whilst enjoying the beauty of the park please observe the park rules and be aware of other park users. More detailed information 
on the park may be obtained from CALM offi ces.
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
